[Ramusyo Brasil is a multimedia visual artist based in Sao Luis, the region Maranhao near
the equator. The concept of enchantment is linked to Tambor de Mina, the Voudou cults

of Benin, and their Brazilian version. A series of photos exhibited in Hauerova 4 Gallery were
taken in Boi da Floresta, a forest of ,enchanted animals". For example, the figure of the
Cazumbaé, enchanted by the forests, is partly a horse, partly a dog, and partly a monkey. The
entity dances with a bell in its hand, its hips are moving sharply, always in a circular shape.
Inthe enchanted universe, the archetypes are arranged like layers in space: The entities
became sacred after their death, becoming a kind of god o divinity, while the enchanted are
still alive, living a life in between the here and the hereafter. In the concept of enchantment,
the ritual death and rebirth of the ox are repeated ad eternum, and this act governs an entire
ecology of ancestor knowledge. In Ramusyo Brasil's photography work, we can see a living
cyclical tradition, a colorful point

of view of a local, aninsider]
